B rass Tacks volunteers have been
involved in various construction
projects at Nyangombe Christian
Training Centre in Zambia since
the commencement of the venture in
1988. In recent years, their input has
been primarily in training carpenters.

Every year some 40 applicants for
the carpentry course are tested for
basic mathematics and woodworking
aptitude. Six new young men

are selected who then come to
Nyangombe to live, learn carpentry
and do ‘on the job’ training. The
spiritual well being of trainees forms
part of their course with Christian
teaching given and many good men
on hand to impart counsel and
guidance.

Brass Tacks have annual input into
the training of these young men.
