As | write, | can hear the cement

mixers going, working to produce
concrete. We've been enjoying having the
Brass Tacks team with us as they, along with
14 local workers, begin a project to replace
our existing dining hall and kitchen facility.
The current facility was built in 1948 and is in
need of major repairs and updating. We felt it
would be a better use of resources to replace
the facility. In doing so, we are able to use the
existing structure whilst the new one is being
built. We are building in two stages. The first
stage is the foundation and slab which should
be completed this August. The second stage

will involve finishing the walls, roof structure,
and interior with the needed cupboards and
appliances. God willing, commencement of the
second stage is planned for April 2011, after the
rains have stopped, and as the Lord supplies the
needed resources.

One might wonder why update, renovate, or
build new? Since 1925, Sakeji Mission School

has been a place where students have received

an excellent education, but more importantly, a
foundation for life — the Word of God. Many have
been saved as a result of their time here and are
now living a life of service for Him. There are two
missionaries here who are former students and,

God willing, by the end of the year, another two
former pupils will join us with their families, one
from the U.K. and one from Canada. They feel
that the Lord is directing them to return and share
with a future generation the good things they
received while here.

Currently, the school is staffed by nine
missionaries, supported by local churches
overseas. There are 60 students from Grade
One to Grade Eight, the majority being
Zambian children. Our vision is to continue

to see children saved, established in the Word
of God and growing in Christ, while equipping
them with an excellent education. There are
many opportunities to share the Word of God
with the students each day; dorm devotions
morning and evening, Sunday School times, and
morning school assemblies to name a few. The
syllabus has been updated and new resources
purchased as we seek to provide the best
education that we can for the students.

We would love to be able to accept all who
want to enrol at Sakeji Mission School. Sadly,
some are turned away because of a shortage
of missionary staff, particularly teachers. Qur
prayer is that the Lord will raise up others, in
His timing and in His way to help us with His
work here. Many of our parents ask about
Grade Nine. We reply, “As the Lord provides.”
We wait on Him.

We are very thankful to Brass Tacks who

have come at this time and are providing

the necessary expertise, help, and use of
equipment for this project. As you've read

this brief update, we trust that you have been
encouraged to pray about the work of the Lord
here.
